                       Positive Behaviour Policy
Overview
Oakgrove Integrated Nursery Unit sets high expectations of behaviour through encouraging and praising good behaviour. In the nursery we encourage children to respect themselves, each other, adults and property. We apply a set of “Golden Rules” which we discuss with the children throughout the year. The children are familiar with the rules and are able to talk about each one.

We aim to have a happy, caring and safe environment in conjunction with the provision of a sound Early Years Curriculum.

Under no circumstances is any form of corporal punishment used in the nursery.

In the case of a particular incident or persistent unacceptable behaviour we always discuss ways forward with the parents, carers and the school Principal.
Positive procedures for encouraging good behaviour
Our agreed “golden rules” are clearly explained to the children and are displayed on the parent/carers notice board. We also ask parents to talk to their children about the golden rules and to encourage this good practice at home as well.

Nursery Golden Rules

Our nursery golden rules are;-
1. Be kind and gentle

2. Listen to the staff

3. Help tidy up our toys

4. Look after our toys and books

5. Share with our friends

6. Always try our best

7. Have fun

Positive procedures for dealing with unwanted behaviour;-
Prevention;-anticipation and removal of potential problems (adult intervention before inappropriate behaviour occurs)

Interaction;-plenty of adult attention so that there is no need to behave inappropriately to attract attention.

Praise and reward; - all adults should offer praise for good behaviour eg for turn taking, co-operation, sharing, listening……. drawing attention to the good rather than the inappropriate behaviour.

Provision;-provide physically challenging and emotionally satisfying activities for children to “let off steam”

Clear expectations; - applied in a positive way.
Leading; - by positive examples from adults.

Procedures for dealing with unwanted behaviour
· Redirection-distract to another activity

· a firm “NO” and a clear explanation of why the behaviour is unacceptable       

· speak calmly and firmly to gain control

· Give a warning of the consequence if the behaviour does not stop.

· Use the consequence eg removal from the area or removal of a toy

· a fresh start afterwards

Unacceptable procedures in managing behaviour
· shouting, criticism and comparison

· labelling the child, rather than the behaviour, as “naughty” or “undesirable”

· use of any from of corporal punishment

· Use of any other humiliating and frightening punishment including shouting, name calling, offensive language or isolation.

We ensure that any students, parents or visitors who are working in our nursery read the policy and put it into practice to ensure clarity and consistency for everyone’s benefit.

This policy will be reviewed on a regular basis.
